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1. Subject has spent greater part of his life in China. From 1912 until 1914, he made geopolitical studies there. He returned to China in 1924 as a correspondent of the “Frankfurter Zeitung”. In 1934 he ceased to work for the newspaper and worked in China for the G.I.S. [German Information Service? Aka DNB]

2. In 1947, subject and about 20 other Germans were arraigned before an American military court in Shanghai. They were accused of not having observed the end of hostilities and to have continued activities against the Allies. No details of these activities are known to this office. Dr MUELLER was sentenced to 10 years’ imprisonment and was brought to Landsberg to serve his sentence.
3. His case, however, came up for review, the previous findings were annulled, and subject was released in the autumn of 1950.

4. Subject then came to Hamburg to live and was unemployed until April 1951. He then found employment writing articles for the journal “Uebersee-Runschau” and for the Ostasiatischer Versin”. This work is his only source of income as he was obliged to leave all his worldly possessions in China.

5. It must be assumed that subject still has many contacts in China after the long years he spent there. Our investigations have not, however, revealed any evidence to show that MUELLER is either pro-Communist or has any connections with the Red Chinese government.
