a crowd which' seemed to me ex­
ceedingly middle-class in -its .re­
spectable clothing and ' its 
nourished look.

The,main streets in Moscow were in 
good condition and had improved over 
previous yeai-s. 

If it were not. ilicrefore, for begging 
peasants I should have drawn the con­
clusion that all was well with Moscow.

I wondered how Ave could possibly 
sleep in the small space, of the room. 
In somo of the rooms in: the house 
there were six, seven, and even eight 
in each room. 

As 1 talked to the oUTwoman a g ir l 
of about twelve years of a g e . with 
large red necktie, entered. Her face 
around her eyes was swol lenwit l i crj--
imr. Her motlier folTowed her, and-Jier 
pale face was a lso swollen with teare. 

" W h a t is the matter?" I asked. 
The mother replied: ' i .We have been 

refused passporls. and ' we have' to 
leave Moscow by March 30. We kTiow 
no one in the world except in Moscow, 
but we have to go beyond sixtv-flve 
miles from Moscow?. .Where can we go? 
How -ttiu we'have food there ? 

" I t is- more terrible than ever. U 
you say a word .now an the factories 
you are dismissed." 

Tliia strictness m the factories is the 
result of the Government's decrees on 
labour discipline. Us" ma hi aim is to 
tie the good worker to the factory and 
to get rid of the slacker. Cursed bv a 
continuous desertion of the faciories by 
di?grtinlled workers, who left for other 
factories, the Soviet Government has 
decided to put a stop to it bv a severiiv 
which.is nothing else ihau slavery. 

• " .We work now for a greater slave-
driver' than.,,€ver." was the comment 
of one worker who knew jtro-^var fac­
tories. 

Tins man went to w o r k each day in 
diead. for he lived ouiside .Moscow and 
had to catch an omnibus to work. 
Some of his friends had been disuiisi^eo* 
for ari-iving at the factory a quarter of 
an hour late. and. living" far from liis 
place of work, he feared the s:\me fate. 
To lie deprived of a bread L-arii, which 
Is the penalty for one dav's absence 
from work, is no light ihing in Hnssia. 

It is not only the slacker, however, 
who gets dismissed, but also the honest 
worker. „

Wfien I arrived in London and saw 

tlie placard " T h e Land Without Unom-
ployment." the imtlios and ilic hvpo-
ciisy of the situation struck me. 

In Moscow,- in Kharhoff, in everv 
city, thousands are being turned out of 
the faciorics. Tliey receive no'bread 
card, OS 1; was iold by numerous 
workers, or in some cases a bread card 
for a fortnight. They receive no un-
employinent insurance. They are de­
prived of passporls and are sent awav 
from the towns into the countryside,

Libel actions brougiit by . I^dy Inver-
clvdG—lune, ihc actress—and by Mr. 
Lothar Mendes, a film direnioi\ -sf 
Beverly Hills, Los .\ngeles, Cnlifornia, 
against .-Vssociated Newspapers. Ltd., 
proprietors of the " l l a i l y .Mail," were 
settled before Mr. Justice MacKinnon 
vesterdav in the King's Bench Division. 

Mr. G. J. Paul!, for Lady Inverclyde 
and Mr. Mendes, said that it had been 
agreed that certain terms which would 
not be made public had'been arranged, 
and it had been agreed, thai the facts 
should be mentioned and that the. de­
fendants piiould make a public iipologv 
and withdrawals. Mr. Paull e.\plained 
That.the libels,were in a statement thai 
•Mr. Mendes was co-respondent in the 
proceedings started by Lord Inverclvde 
against Ladv Inverclyde in the Scotiisb 
courts. Tliere was ho vestige of a 
ground of truth in the statement.
